FPV Ag Test Kit

(Feline Parvovirus Test Kit)

Principles

SensPERT Feline Parvovirus Test Kit is designed to detect the antigens of
feline parvovirus in feline feces. Two monoclonal antibodies in the kit
specifically bind with different epitopes of the antigens.
